JESUS PRAYS IN THE GARDEN’
Then He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, knelt down, and prayed,
“Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be
done.” (Luke 22: 41-42)

| JESUS IS CONDEMNED TO DEATH
When Jesus came out wearing the crown of thorns and a purple cloak, Pilate
said to them: “Look at the man.” (John 19: 5)

I JESUS CARRIES HIS CROSS
He emptied Himself and took the form of a slave, being born in the likeness of
men. (Philippians 2: 7)

I JESUS FALLS THE FIRST TIME
Here is My servant, My chosen one, not crying out, not shouting, not making
His voice heard in the street. (Isaiah 42: 1-2)

IV JESUS MEETS HIS MOTHER, MARY
Come, all you who pass by the way, look and see whether there is any
suffering like My suffering. (Lamentations 1: 12)

V SIMON HELPS JESUS
A man called Simon of Cyrene was coming in from the fields, and they pressed
him into service to carry the cross. (Mark 15: 21)

vi Veronica wipes the face of Jesus
He was spurned and avoided by men, a Man of suffering, accustomed to
infirmity, one of those from whom men hid their faces. (Isaiah 53: 3-4)




vii Jesus falls the second time
It was our infirmities that He bore, our suffering that He endured, upon Him was
the chastisement that makes us whole, by His stripes we are healed.

viii Jesus comforts the women of Jerusalem
A great crowd followed Him, including women who lamented over Him. Jesus

turned and said, “Do not weep for Me. Weep for yourselves and for your
children.” (Luke 23: 27-28)

ix Jesus falls the third time

The Lord laid upon Him the guilt of us all. Though He was harshly treated, He
submitted and opened not His mouth. (Isaiah 53: 6-7)

X Jesus is stripped of his garments
They took His garments and divided them four ways. (John 19: 23) they

divided my garments among them, and for my vesture they cast lots. (Psalm
22:19)

Xl Jesus is nailed to the cross
Just as Moses lifted up the serpent in the desert, so must the Son of Man be
lifted up that all who believe may have eternal life in Him. (John 3: 14-15)

xii Jesus dies on the cross
Jesus cried out in a loud voice, and then gave up His spirit. (Matthew 27: 50)

xiil Jesus is taken down from the cross

They shall look on Him whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for Him
as one mourns for an only son. (Zechariah 12: 10)

xiv Jesus is laid in the holy sepulchure
Then, having brought a linen shroud, Joseph of Arimathea took Him down,

wrapped Him in linen, and laid Him in a tomb, which had been hewn out of
rock. (Mark 16: 46)

“Jesus is risen!”
Why do you look for the living among the dead? He is not here, but has risen.
Remember how He told you, while He was still in Galilee, that the Son of Man
must be handed over to sinners, and be crucified, and on the third day rise
again. (Luke 24:5-7)
